AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF SOUTH FAYETTE,
ALTEGHENY COUNTY, PENNSYLVANIA, VACATING THAT
CERTAIN PORTION OF AN UNNAMED RIGHT-OF-WAY
LOCATED AT ST. ANTHONY'S CHURCH, 179 MILLERS RUN

ROAD.

WHEREAS, the Township of South Fayette has received a request fo vacate a certain Public
Right of Way located in the Township of South Fayette, Allegheny County, Pennsylvania; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to $3 P.S. §57005, the Township of South Fayetie has determined that
it is appropriate and necessary for the public convenience to vacate portions of land hereinafter

described; and

WHEREAS, the Commissioners of the Township of South Fayette have determined thatno

private properly owners are harmed or damaged by vacation of such rights-of-way.

NOW, THEREFORE, be it ordained and enacted by the Board of Commissioners of the

Township of South Fayette, and it is hereby ordained and enacted as follows:

Section 1. 'The following described public right-of-way is hereby vacated:

Section 2, In vacating such portions of public rights-of-way, the Township of South
Fayette hereby quitclaims such persons, firms, corporations or entities as may lawfully acquire title
thereto under the laws of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, such interests as the Township of

South Fayette may have had ynder the same prior to the vacating thereof.
