Land Use: The property adjacent to the site is zoned residential, All adjacent
properties with dwellings currently utilize the public sewer system.

Sewage Facilities Status: The sewage facilities of the adjacent land uses are not
in need of improvement, Lots adjacent to the proposed sewer will be connected
to the sewer.,

Official Sewage Facilities Plan Disposal Method; The Official Sewage
Facilities Plan proposes public sewerage.

Potential Alternative Sewage Disposal Methods:

Potential alternatives include:

a) On-lot disposal systems; The property being considered for development lies
